- 1/4 yard of the 1st Exterior fabric for the Top Panels
- 3/8 yard of a coordinating Exterior fabric for the Main Panels
and Handles
- 3/4 yard for the Lining and Pockets
- 1 yard of 22" wide heavyweight sew-in interfacing (such as Pellon 40)
OR
For 54" wide heavier Home Dec fabric
- 1/8 yard of the 1st Exterior fabric for the Top Panels
- 3/8 yard of a coordinating Exterior fabric for the Main Panels
and Handles
- 1/2 yard for the Lining and Pockets
PLUS
- 1 - 3/4" magnetic snap from Dritz™ (found in most craft and
sewing stores)
- 1 spool of coordinating all-purpose thread [We use Coats Dual Duty Pius®)

Finished size: 11 1/4" wide x 11 1/4” fall
{14 1/2" tall including the Handies)

FOR THE SHOULDER BAG

For 44" wide light to mid-weight fabric
- 3/8 yard of the 1st Exterior fabric for the Top Panels
- 5/8 yard of a coordinating Exterior fabric for the Main Panels and Straps
- 1 yard for the Lining and Pockets
- 2 yards of 22" wide heavyweight sew-in interfacing (such as Pellon 40)
OR
For 54" wide heavier Home Dec fabric
- 1/4 yard of the 1st Exterior fabric for the Top Panels
- 5/8 yard of a coordinating Exterior fabric for the Main Panels and Straps
- 1 yard for the Lining and Pockets
PLUS
- 1-3/4" magnetic snap from Dritz™ (found in most craft and
sewing stores)
- 1 spool of coordinating all-purpose thread (we use Coats Dual Duty Pius®)

Finished size: 14 3/4" wide x 16 1/2" tall
