ANNA TUNIC, CAMI, DRESS, MINI DRESS & FABRIC FLOWER

Mod style and clean lines give this tunic it's “annatude.” The back has a unigue
butten closure. Add the belt for an hourglass shape, and the sweet fabric flower
makes for an artistic accent piece to ginger up your tunic.

Materials List (for all sizes)

Allow exira yardage for matching or centering a design on the fabric.

NOTE: There are enough scraps from making any length fo make the Flower Sirip for the
Fabric Flower.

FOR THE TUNIC
- 2 yards of 44" wide light fo mid-weight fabric for the Exterior
- 11/2 yards of 44" wide cotton muslin for the Lining

TH MI
- 17/8 yards of 44" wide light to mid-weight fabric for the Exterior
- 1 3/8 yards of 44" wide cotton muslin for the Lining

F
- 2 7/8 yards of 44" wide light to mid-weight fabric for the Exterior
- 2 1/4 yords of 44" wide cotton muslin for the Lining

FOR TH; I
- 2 3/8 yards of 44" wide light to mid-weight fabric for the Exterior
- 1 3/4 yards of 44" wide cotton muslin for the Lining

R ALL T
- 4 shank-style buttons (size 1/2"}
- 1 spool of coordinating all-purpose thread {we use Coais Dual Duly Plus®)

- 3" circle of coordinating felf for the Base

- 1 pin back (size 1 1/27)

- 1 spool of coordinating all-purpose thread (we use Coats Dual Duty Plus®)

TOOLS NEEDED: Scisscrs, Iron/lroning board, Tape measure/
Ruler, Chalk pencil or Pencil, Hand sewing needle, Seam rip-
per, Straight pins, Turning tool (such as ¢ closed pair of scissors).
